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ïîñâ³ä÷åííÿ, à ä³þ÷³ çðàçêè ïîâèíí³ çíàõîäèòèñÿ â ñïåö³àëüíî â³äâåäåíîìó ïðèì³ùåí-
í³, ùî â³äïîâ³äàº âèìîãàì áåçïåêè ¿¿ çáåð³ãàííÿ. Ó çàêîíîäàâ÷èõ àêòàõ ïðî çáðîþ
äàºòüñÿ âèçíà÷åííÿ ³ñòîðè÷íî¿ òà àíòèêâàðíî¿ âîãíåïàëüíî¿ çáðî¿, ïîðÿäîê ïðèâàòíîãî
êîëåêö³îíóâàííÿ ÿêîãî â³äì³ííèé â³ä ïîðÿäêó êîëåêö³îíóâàííÿ ñó÷àñíèõ ä³þ÷èõ
çðàçê³â.

Îòæå, îá³ã çáðî¿ áåçïîñåðåäíüî ñòîñóºòüñÿ íàö³îíàëüíî¿ áåçïåêè, à òîìó â³äíî-
ñèíè ó ö³é ñôåð³ ìàþòü áóòè âðåãóëüîâàíî çàêîíîì. Çàçíà÷åíà òåçà âèïëèâàº ç³
ñò. 92 Êîíñòèòóö³¿ Óêðà¿íè, çã³äíî ç ÿêîþ âèêëþ÷íî çàêîíàìè âèçíà÷àþòüñÿ îñíîâè
íàö³îíàëüíî¿ áåçïåêè, îðãàí³çàö³¿ Çáðîéíèõ Ñèë Óêðà¿íè i çàáåçïå÷åííÿ ãðîìàäñüêîãî
ïîðÿäêó.

Â íàø³é êðà¿í³ º îá’ºêòèâíà íåîáõ³äí³ñòü â óäîñêîíàëåíí³ ïðàâîâîãî ðåãóëþâàííÿ
îá³ãó ³ñòîðè÷íî¿, àíòèêâàðíî¿ çáðî¿ äëÿ çáåðåæåííÿ êóëüòóðíî¿ ñïàäùèíè. Ïðè öüîìó
íà çáðîþ, ÿêà ìàº êóëüòóðíó ö³íí³ñòü, ïîâèíåí ïîøèðþâàòèñÿ ñïåö³àëüíèé ðåæèì,
ùî âêëþ÷àº â ñåáå ðàçîì ³ç ïðàâîâèì ðåæèìîì îá³ãó çáðî¿ é ðåæèì îõîðîíè êóëü-
òóðíèõ ö³ííîñòåé.

Ìàéáóòí³é Çàêîí Óêðà¿íè “Ïðî çáðîþ” ïîâèíåí ìàòè ÷³òêå âèçíà÷åííÿ òàêèõ
ïîíÿòü, ÿê àíòèêâàðíà, ³ñòîðè÷íà çáðîÿ. Íåîáõ³äíî âêàçàòè, íà ÿêó íåñó÷àñíó çáðîþ
ïîøèðþºòüñÿ â³äïîâ³äíèé àäì³í³ñòðàòèâíî-ïðàâîâèé ðåæèì, à íà ÿêó – í³.

Íà çàêîíîäàâ÷îìó ð³âí³ º íàãàëüíîþ ïîòðåáà âèçíà÷èòè ïîðÿäîê ïðèäáàííÿ,
îáë³êó, çáåð³ãàííÿ, òðàíñïîðòóâàííÿ, åêñïîíóâàííÿ êîëåêö³éíî¿ çáðî¿ (ñó÷àñíî¿ àáî
íåñó÷àñíî¿), ³íàêøå êàæó÷è, ðåæèìí³ ïðàâèëà, ÿê³ ³ñíóþòü äëÿ ³íøèõ âèä³â çáðî¿.
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ASPECTS OF LEGAL REGULATION OF THE
COLLECTIONING OF ANTIQUARIAN WEAPONS

Paper studies the kind of weapon associated with outstanding events of history,
either it is a cultural value, or a rare monument of science and technology. The domestic
legislation on arms circulation, its museum and private collectioning are analyzed. In
practice, the problems associated with the lack of legislative regulation of the circulation
of weapons of cultural value have arisen long ago and are conditioned, first of all, by the
imperfection of domestic legislation in the field of arms circulation, the lack of a clear
definition of all types of weapons, including those that have a cultural value. Illegal
circulation of such items takes place not only in museum but also in private collections;
storage, collection and sale are carried out without the necessary accounting and control.
Often this leads to theft, illegal removal outside the country, and just to the destruction
of weapons of special value.

A brief overview of foreign legislation in this area, in particular, the USA, Great
Britain, France, etc., is made. There is a need to apply to the experience of legal regulation
of arms collection in other countries. By studying the relevant legislation of foreign
states, it is possible to note a number of provisions that should be taken into account in
the preparation of domestic normative acts regulating the issue of private weapon collection.
In particular, in most countries, issues of museum and private arms collection are regulated
by law.
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On the basis of the conducted research it should be noted that the circulation of
weapons is directly related to national security, and therefore relations in this area should
be regulated by law. The law defines the fundamentals of national security, the organization
of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and the provision of public order. It is emphasized the
need for legislative improvement of the regulation of the circulation of weapons of cultural
value. Several suggestions on the improvement of the legal regulation of the circulation of
historical, antique weapons are made. The urgent need to determine the procedure for the
acquisition, registration, storage, transportation, display of collectable weapons, etc. is
substantiated.
