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FEATURES OF LEGAL REGULATION OF ARMS
IN THE COUNTRIES OF EU

Paper deals with the peculiarities of legal regulation of arms circulation in the
countries of the European Union such as Great Britain, Germany, Austria, France,
Belgium, Czech Republic, Slovakia, Estonia, etc, since in today’s conditions of Ukraine’s
integration into the European community there is a need for the implementation of
the relevant European and international standards in various spheres of life of the
Ukrainian society, including the sphere of arms circulation.

It has been established that in majority of EU countries the legalization of arms
for the protection of life and property rights is a routine and natural phenomenon due
to the availability of relevant legislative acts regulating the circulation of arms in the
state. These acts are quite different in their terminology and content, which is
explained by national and historical peculiarities of the formation of the right to
acquire and store arms. On this basis, the EU has developed a different legal regime
for the circulation of arms, and, accordingly, the level of control over such a turn.

At the same time, a thorough analysis of the experience of these countries in the
legal regulation of arms circulation does not make it possible to determine precisely
whether there is a relationship between the permission for free possession of arms and
the level of crime. However, with a high level of certainty, we can talk about the
usefulness of ensuring the right of citizens to possess short-sighted weapons with
certain generally recognized limitations of such a right.

According to the author, the borrowing of this foreign experience will be an
important factor that will allow not only to improve national legislation in the field
of arms circulation, but also significantly reduce the time and forces necessary for its
development. Proceeding from this, it is proposed to bring domestic legislation on the
acquisition, storage and use of firearms in compliance with the relevant requirements
of the European Union member states in this area. It is concluded that adaptation of
the current legislation of Ukraine in accordance with the experience of the EU
countries should take place in such a way as to preserve the positive achievements of
the national legal system.
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
